Objectives of a Wildfire DPA?

1) Ensure that development is managed in a
way that minimizes risk to people and

property from wildfire hazards

2) Proactively manage conditions affecting the
potential fire behavior to enhance fire

suppression and containment

3) Conserve the ecological and visual assets

of our surrounding forests

4) Reduce the risk of post wildfire landslides,

debris flows and erosion

What Type of Rules Would Apply?

If your home resides inside the Wildfire DPA,
special requirements would apply that would be
triggered through a subdivision, development,
substantial renovation or landscaping. The types
of regulations may differ for different types of

proposals.
